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Our connection is like a glowing coal in the depths of our hearts;
through fanning it with the breath of our souls we grow that flame of
love, and the fire of Torah flares high, rising up to Shamayim, warming
us and illuminating our path. We must constantly remember the
words of Rav Dessler: "The past is but memory, the future
imagination, and only the present is true life, which is all tests."
Meaning, the past serves only insofar as it teaches us how to act now,
and we should not concern ourselves with the future which is in any
case but a dream; our focus must be what Hashem demands from us
right now.
