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When Yaakov Avinu placed 12 stones - representing the shevatim, 

the different paths in avodas Hashem - under his head, they all 

submitted to serve the tzaddik, and they became one. Similarly, 

when we join together in setting our only purpose to defer to the 

Torah and mesorah, we become truly one unit.
