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Yaakov Avinu went down to Galus Mitzrayim with two names:
Yisrael, signifying rulership and greatness, and Yaakov,
representing humility. The way to succeed in galus is to rise above
the difficulties that accost us, battling them with the surety that we
are stronger and will prevail, and at the same time to maintain the
awareness that Hashem is the One Who has placed us in this
situation, and we can only rely on Him. Through blending these two
attributes we will surely succeed in fulfilling the purpose of the
galus and passing through it unscathed.
